In addition to meeting the basic course requirements for the degrees, the following must also be tracked/taken into account.





The system must keep track of waivers for 430, 450, 455, and 460.  For each class there is a variable that must take one of 4 values, X, Y, P, or B.  An X means the previous work is inadequate and the students must take the 400 level course.  A Y means the work is not totally adequate, and the student, may meet the requirement by taking the 500 level version of the course or the 400 level.  P means the previous work is adequate and the requirement is satisfied.  B means that a waiver form has not been filled out for this class.  B is the default value.  The system must be able to print out a Waiver Decision Form, which has the students name, ULL ID# and the value of this variable for each of the 4 courses.  This must also list the name of the professor who signed the waiver for each course, and the date it was signed. 





Up to 6 hours of credit from another university or credit from another department may be used to satisfy degree requirements.  There is a list of preapproved courses that may be used to satisfy the MSCS or MSCE requirements, (TLCM 502, 503, 510, 511, 520-523, 525, EMGT 525, and MCHE 508).  Courses not on this list must be approved, and take the place of a course within the department. 





All degree requirements must be completed within 5 years of enrolling for masters students.





595 must be registered every semester until it has been taken 3 times for masters students, and 5 times for PhD students.





MSCS students on assistantship or fellowship, and all MSCE students must take 599 or 590 at least once. 





MSCS students may take either the thesis or nonthesis options.





PhD students have a maximum of 2 attempts to pass comprehensive exams in 2 areas.  Exam attempts, and results must be tracked, as well as what area the exams where taken in.





PhD students need to meet the breadth requirement with a 3.5 GPA.  Any subset of courses may be used to meet this requirement.





PhD students must get a masters degree.





PhD students must pass the prospectus exam in a maximum of two attempts, as well as the dissertation defense in a maximum of two attempts.  Thus, the number of attempts and whether the students has passed must be tracked.





A minimum of a B must be earned in all courses applied to the degree or required by it.





For PhD students all requirements must be completed within 7 years of enrolling in the first graduate course in the center.
